BYE-LAWS

1.
NAME

The name of the Society shall be THE BRITISH SOCIETY OF NEURORADIOLOGISTS.

2.
OBJECTS

The objects of the Society shall be the following:

· To further the study of neuroradiology, radiology and to stimulate research;

· To encourage technological progress in the design and construction of apparatus for neuroradiology;

· To provide the opportunity for discussions between British and overseas neuroradiologists

· To promote progress of the neurological sciences by co-operation with other disciplines therein.

3.
MEMBERSHIP

There shall be four categories:

a.
Ordinary members

Radiologists, in substantive posts, in which at least five sessions per week of their time is spent in the practice of neuroradiology, and who have presented a paper at an annual meeting.

b.
Senior members

The Society will invite members who have retired from Health Service commitments to become Senior Members. They will pay no annual subscription and although they may attend the Annual Business Meeting, they may not vote. On retirement Members may continue as Ordinary Members if they so wish.

c.
Associate Members

Radiologists who have an interest in neuroradiology: trainees in neuroradiology: or other persons with a research interest in neuroradiology, who do not fulfil the criteria for Ordinary Membership.  They will be elected by simple majority at a business meeting of the Society after being proposed and seconded by two Ordinary Members. Where an Associate Member subsequently fulfils the criteria necessary for Ordinary Membership this shall be granted automatically on application.

d.
Honorary Members

The Society may exceptionally elect to Honorary Membership distinguished medical practitioners, working in the field of neurological sciences. Honorary Members shall have no voting rights and shall be exempt from the annual subscription.

4.
TENURE OF MEMBERSHIP

A member shall be considered to have resigned if he/she fails to pay the annual subscription or any other dues for two consecutive years.

5.
OFFICERS

A Committee consisting of the following officers shall conduct the affairs of the Society:

President (Chairman), Secretary, Treasurer and three other Members. All shall be Ordinary Members.

A postal ballot of the Ordinary Members shall elect all committee members.
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One member will act as delegate to the WFNRS and to the ESNR. The UKNG and DNF shall be asked which committee member should represent their views.  By tradition, a new President is elected twelve months prior to taking office, and is co-opted onto the committee during this period. A Junior Representative, elected by the SpRs in Neuroradiology, is invited to attend committee meetings as a non-voting observer. A representative from the centre hosting the Annual General Meeting is also invited to attend as an observer.

6.
ELECTION OF OFFICERS

The President shall hold office for two years and the Secretary and Treasurer each for four years. The other Committee Members shall hold office for three years. No officer shall be eligible for re-election to the post he/she is vacating for two years. The Junior Representative shall hold the post for two years.

7.
MEETINGS

a.
Meetings of the Society shall form a forum for the discussions of all aspects of neuroradiology. The form of proceedings at each Meeting shall be decided by the Committee of the Society in consultation with the host(s) of the Meeting.

b.
Guests may be invited by the Committee to contribute to the proceedings. Members may introduce guests at the discretion of the Committee.

c.
The President, Secretary and Treasurer are empowered to invite official guests of the Society to attend meetings. Such guests should be invited to attend the dinner at the Society’s expense.

d.
At least one meeting shall be held annually, and the proceeding shall terminate with the Annual Dinner. This meeting should normally take place in different medical centres in the British Isles, but it may be called in neurological centres abroad

e.
At each Meeting of the Society the place and provisional date of the next meetings shall be decided.

8.
SUBSCRIPTIONS

Annual subscriptions shall be paid by Ordinary Members and by Associate Members, the rates being determined in the same manner as that which applies to Amendments to Bye-Laws. Subscriptions are payable by Banker’s Order on the 1st of October each year.

9.
AMENDMENTS TO BYE-LAWS

Any change in the Bye-Laws of the Society shall require sanction by a twothirds majority of the Ordinary Members after prior written notice has been given of the proposed change.
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
